Excellent academic standards
In August 2019,  88.6% of all A Level entries were awarded A*- B grades, with over 25% of candidates
achieving at least 3 A* grades. In addition, 71% of candidates gained at least AAB.
Furthermore, 47.7% of GCSE entries were awarded the highly coveted grade 9 and 76% were awarded
grades 9-8. 90.9% of entries were awarded grades 9-7 and 100% of pupils gained five grades 9-4
including English and Maths. In addition, 97.6% gained five grades 9-7, 58.9% gained ten grades 9-7 and
over 94% of candidates achieved the English Baccalaureate.
